Molière Than Thou

Tuesday, September 19, 7:00 p.m., Masquer Theatre, The University of Montana.

A one-man introduction by Tim Mooney to the playwright's classic comedies (in English). When Molière wrote his comedies, he drained the comic vein in a way no one had before or has since. He knew better than anyone how to fill a situation with the hot air of pretension or hypocrisy, and to pop it with the needle of comic invective. Whether taking on religion, women's rights, tyranny, or the radical notion that love ought to count for more than economic interest, Molière said what people had been quietly thinking for years, through arguments that gave the irreverent comic mind the last laugh, undermining the rich, the powerful, the hypocrites, the pompous, the charlatans and the libertines. In that sense, he was the most modern of our classical playwrights.

Tim Mooney has adapted fifteen Molière plays to the stage, performed all over the world. Molière Than Thou is drawn entirely from Tim's new versions of these plays, and has gotten rave reviews all over the U.S. and Canada while turning a new generation on to Molière. Formerly, Tim has been the Artistic Director of the Stage Two Theatre, taught acting at Northern Illinois University, and wrote The Script Review, a newsletter for playwrights and producers. Tim is working on an acting text, Acting at the Speed of Life, and recently opened another one-man play, the comic sci-fi thriller, Criteria, which was an Artistic Picks finalist at the Seattle Fringe. Tim has begun work on a trilogy of one-man musicals.
